PROGRAM

Jerry Moore, Director of Development for the
Gettysburg Foundation, spoke about the Foundation’s
four goals in their partnership with the Gettysburg
National Park. Their first goal was to create a new home
for the visitors to the Battlefield. This was accomplished
with raising the $125 million needed to build the new
visitor’s center which created a world class museum for
all levels of visitors. Two million visitors have passed
through to date. The fund raising included a $10 million
endowment for the visitors center. The second goal was
to conserve the Cyclorama painting which has now been
restored. The third goal is to rehabilitate the ground of
the former visitor center. The building has been razed
and the ground will become a parking lot for visitors to
the battlefield. The former parking lot will be restored to
its condition during the battle which was a site of battle.
In addition, the Foundation hopes to annex 43 acres of
land which represent a site for a Union victory. The
fourth goal is to develop sustainable long term business
plan for the Foundation.

Other projects of note include: In 2013, the
Foundation anticipates 4 million visitors for the 150
Anniversary of the Battle at Gettysburg. They have com-
pleted the purchase of the Spangler Farm which is a near
pristine example of the locale at the time of the
Battle. It served as a hospital and 1800 Confederate
soldiers were given medical care at the Spangler Farm.
General Armistead was one of the soldiers who was
treated and died on the farm.

In answering members’ questions, Mr. Moore
pointed out that there actually was no serious damage to
the Cyclorama, as reported nationally and the center will
not need to be closed down for the repair. Ticket price
adjustment has rectified the loss of income due to low
flow of people to the new Visitor’s Center. Visitors
spend an average of 2-3 hours at the museum. The Foun-
dation is hoping to increase visitors’ time here in Gettys-
burg, including bringing visitors into the town.
