She 

stated that her love of community and providing help to 

others was her driving force.  Giving back to the commu-

nity resonated in her response.  Ann continued her talk by 

highlighting the focus of the education partnership.  Its pri-

mary goal is to keep kids in school and help them realize 

the value of earning a high school diploma.  She shared 

some statistics that I think really surprised some of us.  For 

example, 30% of high school students drop out of school.  

She went on to say that by the year 2014 there will be an 

estimated 54 million job openings in the U.S., but only 19 

million workers to fill them. 

 

The business education partnership strives to bring together 

today's youth for the work place of tomorrow.  Parents, as 

well, need to understand the importance of encouraging 

their children to finish school in order to get a decent job 

and become productive members of society.  Parents, edu-

cators, businesses and others need to work together to keep 

kids engaged and focused on completing their schooling.  

Ann mentioned a mentoring program where adults are 
paired up with at risk teens in an effort to help them gradu-

ate.  A new program, just starting up, is the introduction to 

manufacturing.  This program provides opportunities for 

young people to get familiar with manufacturing processes 

and get a taste of whether a career in manufacturing is for 

them.
