The team leader, Peter Ra-

strup, introduced the team and thanked the club for hosting them for the 

day.  
 

Peter explained that the team was comprised of five young professionals 

who showed a great deal of talent.  The team members were selected by 

applying with a local Rotary club.  Each club recommended one person to 
be considered.  These applicants were  interviewed and the six top candi-

dates were selected.  Unfortunately,  one of the members became sick     

before leaving and had to stay home, so we had five members visiting. 
 

The members of the team from Denmark explained a bit about the culture, 

government and social customs.  Claus, a farmer and Maj an auditor,       
explained about their family life and professions.  Then the members from 

Lithuania also explained about their country.  Kestutis, a college lecturer; 

Viktoria, a marketing professional; and Dalia, a quality assurance engineer, 

also explained about their professions. 
 

The team spent the day in Gettysburg touring the battlefield, visiting the 

Wills House, Visitorôs Center Museum and being interviewed for the radio 
which will broadcast this summer.

high-school aged student, providing scholarships to peo-

ple to attend one of five universities around the world in 

order to pursue peace studies, hosting and sponsoring 
GSE teams, and a whole laundry list of humanitarian pro-

jects. 

 
And the primary source of funding for these projects is 

the Rotary Foundation. 

 
When you joined Rotary, you made a commitment to sup-

port the Rotary Foundation through the Every Rotarian, 

Every Year (EREY) initiative.
