He was aware of the successful Jake Gittlen Memorial 

Golf Tournament which supports the Gittlen Cancer     

Research Foundation at Penn State Hershey Medical   

Center. The tournament in its 39th year raised $830,000. 
He sought help from Penn Stateôs Development            

Department but could not enlist its support.  He met with 

Jake Gittlenôs son, Warren.  That meeting was productive. 

The Elizabethtown Club agreed to give its tournament  
proceeds to the Gittlen Foundation.  For the past                

4 years, it has raised $105,000. 

 

Daveôs visit was in part a courtesy call to explain why his 
club was having a tournament in Gettysburg at the Links.  

Rick Klein of the Links had          

approached him because he wanted 
to be involved with the Gittlen   

Foundation.  As a result of Rickôs 

interest, Dave decided to hold both   
a June tournament at the Links and a 

July Tournament in Elizabethtown.  

Our club is invited to participate in 

these events. 
 

He reported that sponsorships were 

down last year but rebounded to 
$55,000 this year.  Dave strives to 

make the events interactive with a         

meet and greet at every hole, signs on 
the course about melanoma, and banners listing names of 

loved ones battling cancer.  Daveôs co-chair for the event 

is John  Martin who lost his 38-year old sister to cancer.  

Dave concluded his talk by reading an impressive list of 
some of the 500 businesses John has contacted for       

sponsorships to raise money for cancer research.
